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1 Overview System 

1.1 Principles of Operation 

The LockerLock can be used with all system variants. If LockerLock is used with one 
of these system variants, only a fixed locker assignment of the Personnel or Guest 
keys is possible. 

The Wellness function may be added as an option. Apart from the creation and use of 
the Personnel keys (or Guest keys within the Complete Solution), Wellness keys 
which can freely choose a locker and which need not be programmed can also be 
used with the Wellness function. 

1.2 System Variants 

1.2.1 Basic Solution 

 
The Basic Solution is only suitable for identification and locking systems of up to 10 
LockerLocks. The Personnel Keys have the same function as the keys of a general 
masterkey system.   

Programming and Deletion KeySticks are used as ProgrammingUnit, which are used 
directly at the LockerLock to allocate or stop locking authorizations of Personnel 
Keys. 
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1.2.2 Compact Solution 

 
The Compact Solution is suitable for medium size identification and locking systems 
(up to 30 LockerLocks).  

The configuration of the terminals and the programming of the electronic keys are 
carried out with the portable programming and data transfer device Beam Control 
Lite Pro. It enables the configuration of LockerLock and the programming of 
Personnel Keys, cf. the "Complete Solution" and "Beam Control Lite" as well as the 
software manual. 

1.2.3 Complete Solution 

 
The Complete Solution is suitable for extensive identification and locking systems with 
a lot of locking units. It allows a central administration of the complete locking system 
via one PC. 

The branch specific softwares Hotel, Personnel and Clinic fulfil the special 
requirements of each range of application. 

A central programming station, connected to a PC, is used as programming unit. The 
data is transferred to LockerLock via the portable programming and data transfer 
device Beam Control Lite, cf. the "Complete Solution" and "Beam Control Lite" 
operating instructions as well as the software manual. 
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1.3 Wellness Function 

 
All system variants may be combined with the Wellness function. The Wellness 
function is suitable for identification and locking systems in the wellness segment (e.g. 
fitness centres or hotel swimming-pools) where choosing lockers freely is desirable. 

In addition to the ProgrammingUnits belonging to each system variant, the 
InfoTerminal is needed for reading the Wellness keys. It is not necessary to 
programme the Wellness keys.  
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1.4 Components for Commissioning 

1.4.1 LockerLock 

The LockerLock can be used with all system variants, it may be mounted in all 
common locker types. LockerLock is battery-powered, it is operated by electronic 
keys. 

The Wellness function can be activated additionally at the LockerLock. It is then no 
longer required to train or programme the electronic keys, they have locking 
authorisations at all LockerLocks and are referred to as Wellness keys. Thus, the user 
can choose any locker, e.g. in a fitness centre. However, a Wellness key can only 
lock one locker; afterwards it is blocked for other lockers. The Wellness key can only 
lock another locker after it has opened the previously locked locker. The Wellness 
function can only be applied in combination with the InfoTerminal. 

1.4.2 Electronic Keys 

LockerLock is operated by electronic keys. According to their respective use, a 
distinction is made between Personnel keys, Guest keys, and Wellness keys. Without 
the Wellness function, i.e. if the locker assignments are permanent, locking 
authorisations are allocated to the Personnel and Guest keys via a ProgrammingUnit. 
With the Wellness function, i.e. if users may choose lockers freely, Wellness keys for 
which no locking authorisations have to be assigned are used additionally. 

1.4.3 ProgrammingUnits 

LockerLock and the electronic keys are programmed via the ProgrammingUnits. 
Depending on the system variant, this function is executed by Programming and 
Deletion KeySticks, by the portable programming and data transfer device Beam 
Control Lite Pro, or by a central ProgrammingStation, cf. "System Variants" 

1.4.4 InfoTerminal 

The InfoTerminal is used in connection with LockerLock and the Wellness function. It 
reads (e.g. room or locker number) and deletes the electronic keys. Furthermore, 
additional service functions are available at the InfoTerminal, cf. the "InfoTerminal" 
operating instructions. 

1.4.5 Configurations Key 

In the Compact Solution and Complete Solution, the Configuration key is used as 
alternative to the Beam Control Lite Pro or Beam Control Lite in order to set 
LockerLock to the corresponding mode of operation. It is programmed with the 
service software. 

1.4.6 Parameter Key 

The Parameter key (purple) is used to transfer the room number to the individual 
LockerLocks, for instance. 

The first room number is programmed onto the Parameter key using the InfoTerminal. 
After a room number has been assigned to a LockerLock, the increment function 
increases the room number on the Parameter key by one respectively. 

1.4.7 Tool Key 79 

The Tool key 79 is used to transfer data from the Parameter key to the LockerLock. 
Tool key 79 is used together with the Parameter key to transfer the room number to 
LockerLock, for instance.  
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1.4.8 Tool Key 7C 

The Tool key 7C is used to execute a software reset. LockerLock is reset to its default 
state. 

1.4.9 Tool Key 7D 

The Tool key 7D is used in order to recommission LockerLock after the battery has 
been replaced. 
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2 Commissioning 

2.1 Permanent Locker Allocation 

The following steps are required to commission LockerLock with permanent locker 
allocation: 
•€ Setting up a room and locking plan 
•€ Setting up the ProgrammingUnit 
•€ Configuring LockerLock 
•€ Programming electronic keys 

The individual steps to perform differ according to the system variant. 

2.1.1 Basic Solution 

Setting up a room and locking plan 

•€ Set up a room and locking plan according to the desired requirements. 

Setting up the ProgrammingUnit 

Within the Basic Solution, Programming and Deletion KeySticks are used as 
ProgrammingUnit. They have to be assigned at the open door. 

 

Improper use of electronic keys (assignment of lock ing authorisations) by 
unauthorised persons! 
•€ Store Programming and Deletion KeySticks in a safe place. 

 

1. Have the green Programming KeyStick and red Deletion KeyStick ready. 
2. Press the push-button. 

The green LED in the window of the LockerLock casing flashes. 
LockerLock is switched on. 

3. While the green LED flashes, press the push-button with the green Programming 
KeyStick. 
The LED lights up briefly and goes out again. Then the red LED flashes. 

4. While the red LED flashes, press the push-button with the red Deletion KeyStick. 
The green LED lights up as confirmation. 
LockerLock switches off automatically. 

If an error occurred during the assigning process: 
 •€Press the push-button again to switch on LockerLock. 
 •€Assign the Programming and Deletion KeyStick again. 

If the error occurs again: 
 •€Contact your Dialock dealer. 
The ProgrammingUnit has been set up. 

Configuring LockerLock 

•€ LockerLock does not have to be configured within the Basic Solution. 

Programming electronic keys 

Within the Basic Solution, electronic keys are trained and blocked via Programming 
and Deletion KeySticks. Since locking authorisations of an electronic key are only 
assigned to certain LockerLocks, the electronic key is referred to as Personnel key. 

•€ Programme Personnel keys, cf. the "LockerLock" operating instructions.

•€ Set up a room and locking plan according to the desired requirements. 

Setting up the ProgrammingUnit 

Within the Compact Solution, the portable programming and data transfer device 
Beam Control Lite Pro is used.

Configuring LockerLock 

LockerLock is configured by setting the mode of operation with a Configuration key 
which is programmed with the desired mode.

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2.2 Freely Choose a Locker 

2.2.1 Basic Solution + Wellness 

Setting up a room and locking plan 

•€ Set up a room and locking plan according to the desired requirements. 

Commissioning the InfoTerminal 

•€ Commission the InfoTerminal, cf. the "InfoTerminal" operating instructions. 

Setting up the ProgrammingUnit 

Within the Basic Solution + Wellness, Programming and Deletion KeySticks are used 
as ProgrammingUnit. They have to be assigned at the open door. 

 

Improper use of electronic keys (assignment of lock ing authorisations) by 
unauthorised persons! 
•€ Store Programming and Deletion KeySticks in a safe place. 

 

1. Have the green Programming KeyStick and red Deletion KeyStick ready. 
2. Press the push-button. 

The green LED in the window of the LockerLock casing flashes. 
LockerLock is switched on. 

3. While the green LED flashes, press the push-button with the green Programming 
KeyStick. 
The LED lights up briefly and goes out again. Then the red LED flashes. 

4. While the red LED flashes, press the push-button with the red Deletion KeyStick. 
The green LED lights up as confirmation. 
LockerLock switches off automatically. 

If an error occurred during the assigning process: 
 •€Press the push-button again to switch on LockerLock. 
 •€Assign the Programming and Deletion KeyStick again. 

If the error occurs again: 
 •€Contact your Dialock dealer. 
The ProgrammingUnit has been set up. 
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Configuring LockerLock 

Within the Basic Solution + Wellness, LockerLock is configured by setting the mode 
of operation Stand Alone + Wellness and transferring a room number to LockerLock. 
For setting the mode of operation the Configuration key Stand Alone + Wellness (No. 
59) is used, which is delivered with the InfoTerminal. For transferring the room number 
the purple Parameter key and the Tool key 79 are used. 

1. Set the mode of operation: 
 •€Have the Configuration key Stand Alone + Wellness and the green 

Programming KeyStick ready. 
 •€Press the push-button with the Configuration key. 

The red and green LED flash simultaneously. 
 •€Press the push-button with the Programming KeyStick in order to confirm the 

Configuration key. 
The red and green LED flash alternately, then they light up together. 
The mode of operation has been set. 

2. Transfer the room number to LockerLock: 
 •€Using the InfoTerminal, write the first room number to the purple Parameter key, 

cf. the "InfoTerminal" operating instructions. 
 •€Have the Tool key 79, the purple Parameter key, and the green Programming 

KeyStick ready. 
 •€Press the push-button with the Tool key 79. 

The green and red LED flash simultaneously. 
 •€Press the push-button with the privileged key in order to confirm the Tool key 

79. 
The green and red LED flash alternately. 

 •€While the LEDs are flashing, press the push-button with the purple Parameter 
key and keep it pressed until the LEDs go out. 
The room number written onto the purple Parameter key by the InfoTerminal 
has been transferred to LockerLock. The room number on the purple 
Parameter key has been increased by one. 

Programming Personnel keys 

Within the Basic Solution + Wellness, Personnel keys are trained and blocked via the 
Programming and Deletion KeySticks. They only have locking authorisation at the 
LockerLock at which they were trained. 

•€ Programme Personnel keys, cf. the "LockerLock" operating instructions. 
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2.2.2 Compact Solution + Wellness 

Setting up a room and locking plan 

•€ Set up a room and locking plan according to the desired requirements. 

Commissioning the InfoTerminal 

•€ Commission the InfoTerminal, cf. the "InfoTerminal" operating instructions. 

Setting up the ProgrammingUnit 

Within the Compact Solution + Wellness, the portable programming and data transfer 
device Beam Control Lite Pro is used. 

Configuring LockerLock 

Within the Compact Solution + Wellness, LockerLock is configured by setting the 
mode of operation with a Configuration key which is programmed with the desired 
mode.

Within the Compact Solution + Wellness, Personnel keys are programmed via the 
Beam Control Lite Pro. They only have locking authorisation at the LockerLock for 
which they were programmed. 

•€ Programme Personnel keys using the Beam Control Lite Pro, cf. the "Beam 
Control Lite Pro" operating instructions. 
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2.2.3 Complete Solution + Wellness 

You will find information about the corresponding software used in the Complete 
Solution + Wellness in the operating instructions of the Hotel, Personnel, and Clinic 
software. 

Setting up a room and locking plan 

•€ Using the software, set up a room and locking plan according to the desired 
requirements, and define groups. 

Commissioning the InfoTerminal 

•€ Commission the InfoTerminal, cf. the "InfoTerminal" operating instructions. 

Setting up the ProgrammingUnit 

Within the Complete Solution + Wellness, the portable programming and data 
transfer device Beam Control Lite and a central ProgrammingStation (connected to a 
PC) are used as programming unit.  

•€ Set up the data at the PC and transfer them from the central ProgrammingStation 
to the Beam Control Lite. 

Configuring LockerLock 

Within the Complete Solution + Wellness, LockerLock is configured by setting the 
mode of operation with a Configuration key which is programmed with the desired 
mode. The Beam Control Lite transfers data from the PC to LockerLock. You will find 
more information about transferring the data in the operating instructions of the Beam 
Control Lite.  

1. Set the mode of operation with the corresponding Configuration key: 
 •€Have the Configuration key ready. 
 •€Press the push-button with the Configuration key. 

The red and green LED flash alternately, then they light up together. 
The mode of operation has been set. 

2. Transfer time and date to LockerLock. 
3. Transfer group data to LockerLock. 
4. Transfer the room number to LockerLock. 

Programming Personnel keys 

Within the Complete Solution + Wellness, Personnel keys are programmed via the 
software and the central ProgrammingStation. They only have locking authorisation at 
the LockerLock for which they were programmed. You can also programme Guest 
keys with locking authorisations limited to a certain period of time.  

•€ Programme Personnel and Guest keys using the software and the central 
ProgrammingStation, cf. the operating instructions corresponding to the software 
involved. 
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3 Reset 

A reset is executed in order to set LockerLock back to the default state or to delete 
the room number and project code.  

A distinction is made between hardware resets and software resets: 
•€ For a hardware reset, two soldering pins on the circuit board of the LockerLock 

lock box have to be short-circuited. These two soldering pins can be seen above 
the LED display and the IR interface in the communication window. 

•€ During a software reset, LockerLock is set back to the default state using a Tool 
key. The software reset is the easier alternative to the complete hardware reset 
since it is not necessary to take LockerLock apart. 

3.1 Hardware Reset 

With hardware resets a distinction is made between partial and total reset. 

The partial reset is executed during commissioning in the Compact and Complete 
Solutions in order to delete the room number and project code. All other programmed 
data remains as it is. Therefore, even without a privileged key the Beam Control 
Lite/Beam Control Lite Pro can read data from the LockerLock after a partial reset. 

The total reset is executed, for instance, after an incorrect configuration in order to set 
LockerLock back to its default state (Stand Alone mode of operation). All 
programmed data is deleted. 

3.1.1 Partial Reset 

1. Dismount LockerLock: 
 •€Open the door. 
 •€Remove the cover of the battery hold with the maintenance tool. 
 •€Drill a hole into the cover plugs using a cordless screwdriver and drill bit. 
 •€Remove the screws from the door panel through the fixing holes using a 

screwdriver. 
The cover plugs are unscrewed together with the screws. 

 •€Remove LockerLock from the door panel. 
 •€Remove the latch assembly and lock casing from the LockerLock casing. 
 •€Mount the lock casing in a replacement casing without plexiglas cover over the 

LEDs. 
2. Short-circuit the two soldering pins  on the circuit board with a wire or with 

tweezers. 
3. Press the push-button. 

The green and red LED light up simultaneously. 
4. Remove the connection between the two soldering pins. 

The red LED goes out briefly and lights up again. 
The partial reset has been executed, room number and project code have been 
deleted.

3.1.2 Total Reset 

1. Dismount LockerLock: 
 •€Open the door. 
 •€Remove the cover of the battery hold with the maintenance tool. 
 •€Drill a hole into the cover plugs using a cordless screwdriver and drill bit. 
 •€Remove the screws from the door panel through the fixing holes using a 

screwdriver. 
The cover plugs are unscrewed together with the screws. 

 •€Remove LockerLock from the door panel. 
 •€Remove the latch assembly and lock casing from the LockerLock casing. 
 •€Mount the lock casing in a replacement casing without plexiglas cover over the 

LEDs. 
2. Short-circuit the two soldering pins on the circuit board with a wire or with 

tweezers. 
3. Press the push-button. 

The green and red LED light up simultaneously. 
4. Remove the connection between the two soldering pins. 

The red LED goes out briefly and lights up again. 
5. After the red LED has lit up again, short-circuit the soldering pins once more. 

Both LEDs rapidly flash alternately. 
6. Remove the connection between the two soldering pins. 
The total reset has been executed,  LockerLock has been set back to its default 
state. 

3.1 Software Reset 

Using a Tool key 7C, the software reset sets LockerLock back to its default state. 

1. While the LEDs glow, press the push-button with the Tool key 7C. 
2. Press the push-button with the privileged key in order to confirm the Tool key 7C. 

The green and red LED slowly flash alternately. 
The software reset has been executed, LockerLock has been set back to its default 
state. 
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4 Maintenance 

Replacing batteries 

If the batteries are low, the red and green LED flash alternately after the LockerLock is 
switched on. 

The door cannot be locked any more with LockerLock if the batteries are empty.  

Trouble-free operation of the LockerLock can only be ensured if low batteries are 
replaced immediately. 

We recommend to replace the batteries after 2 years of use in order to avoid possible 
damage through leaking batteries. 

Recommended batteries: Energizer alkaline-manganese AA 1.5 V type E 91 

 

Do not dispose of batteries in normal domestic rubbish! 
•€ Batteries should be disposed of in an environmentally-friendly way, e.g. at 

municipal collection points. 
 

Replacing batteries 

 
1. Place the maintenance tool on the cover of the battery hold. 
2. Press the maintenance tool, push it up slightly; then, together with the battery 

hold cover, pull it down and away. 
3. Take the empty batteries from the battery hold. 
4. Insert new batteries into the battery hold. Make sure the polarity is correct! 
5. Remove the battery hold cover from the maintenance tool and push it onto the 

battery hold from below. 
The battery hold is closed. 

The batteries have been replaced. 

After the batteries have been replaced, LockerLock is blocked from operation. It is 
recommissioned using the Tool key 7D. 

1. While the LEDs glow, press the push-button with the Tool key 7D. 
2. Press the push-button with the privileged key in order to confirm the Tool key 7D. 

The green and red LED slowly flash alternately. 
LockerLock is ready for use again. 
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5 Technical Information 

Within the Basic Solution, LockerLock is delivered in Stand Alone mode. In this mode, 
locking authorisations can be assigned to up to 30 electronic keys with a special 
Programming KeyStick directly at the LockerLock. With a Deletion KeyStick the 
locking authorisations are also withdrawn from authorised electronic keys directly at 
the LockerLock.  

Additionally, the Wellness function can be activated at the LockerLock by using a 
Configuration key. 

Please contact your Dialock dealer if you want to employ another mode of operation.
